Green Lake County’s Berlin Fen, is comprised of two dome-shaped piles of wet calcareous peat containing unique combinations of plants.  Throughout the main mounds are areas of marl rivulets and pools, which harbor a very unusual flora including special concern species slender bog arrow-grass with grass-of-parnassus, bladderwort, and large populations of pitcher plant. Preliminary studies suggest that sedge wren, common yellowthroat, and savanna and clay-colored sparrows breed here.
Charlie Luthin, the Natural Resources Foundation’s executive director said, “We are delighted to help facilitate the link between corporate and individual donors and important public lands that need attention.  We appreciate WM’s dedication to helping manage vital natural areas in Wisconsin.”
