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The Natural Resources Board accepted a $100,000 gift from the Natural Resources Foundation of Wisconsin (NRF) at the Sep. 22nd board meeting in Sturgeon Bay for several Department of Natural Resources (DNR) Endangered Resources programs. The gift included $13,000 for the Bureau of Endangered Resource’s Whooping Crane Reintroduction Project, $33,000 for the State Natural Areas Program and $54,000 for the Bureau’s Natural Heritage Inventory Project. 

"It is a distinct privilege to make a substantial contribution to these worthy programs,” comments NRF Chair, Ron Semmann. “This represents the largest single gift the Natural Resources Foundation has given to the DNR, and will help demonstrate and support our partnership in the preservation of Wisconsin's natural resources. We give credit to the many contributors who make this happen."

In 1986, The Natural Resources Board authorized departmental support for the creation of the Natural Resources Foundation to support the mission and needs of the DNR. NRF began a friends group relationship with the DNR to seek new ways in which the public and the DNR could support each other and work together to preserve and protect Wisconsin’s natural resources heritage. Since 1986, the Foundation has contributed over 1 million dollars to DNR programs and activities, mostly associated with endangered resources, wildlife conservation and environmental education programs.
