● Invasive Species Control

NRF dedicated one AmeriCorps position for this purpose.  In September, a one-year full-time Invasive Plant Early Detection, Education, and Mapping Specialist was hired for the DNR’s Bureau of Endangered Resources, under the supervision of the DNR’s Invasive Plants Specialist. The cost of this position is included in the State Natural Areas AmeriCorps figure above. 

● Community-Based Conservation
NRF’s C.D. Besadny Conservation Grants Program awards grants of up to $1,500 to local and grassroots conservation efforts across Wisconsin, with a 1:1 match requirement. Since the program began in 1991, NRF has provided a total of $273,000 to 368 projects statewide.  In 2007, NRF awarded $35,258 to 36 projects and programs statewide, involving a variety of management, education, and research activities.  2007 grants were supported by the C.D. Besadny Conservation Endowment (77%) and the ATC Environmental Stewardship Fund of the Natural Resources Foundation (23%).
